In a memorandum dated July 30, 2009, I notified all agencies that there will be two copier contractors, Océ North America and Century United, and that a new pricing schedule would be announced as soon as possible.  I am pleased to inform you that the new pricing schedules for both contractors are finalized and available for review at the Division of Purchases website:  http://www.da.ks.gov/purch/12156-StatewideCopierContract.htm
I encourage each agency to immediately begin reviewing the pricing schedules for the contractor responsible for your territory as identified in the corresponding attachments.  Because both contractors will be delivering new copiers to agencies over a staggered delivery and removal schedule, it is imperative that you submit your orders to your assigned contractor no later than September 1, 2009.  Since the new school year will be starting soon, Regent schools should submit orders to the assigned contractor no later than September 15, 2009.
As previously mentioned, a team of Department of Administration employees has been assigned to assist you with this transition.  Primarily, the team will be available to assist you with timely completing your order forms.  Each team member has been assigned to handle one group of agencies.  The agencies have been divided into 4 groups and are designated as such in the attachments at the following website:
